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 Biggest difficulty – identification of genuine need 
 

 A lot of time spent on talking and discussions. 
 

 Quick development once the need was defended: 
 

 Improvement of thermal comfort of patients and personnel 

of Sucha Beskidzka Hospital with the lowest (zero) 

exploitation costs. 
 

 Poor response from the market – which is not prepared 

for innovation. 
 

 Lengthy process of securing funds 
 

 Surprising outcomes: two/three birds killed with one 

stone.
